Year 7 Science - Future Rocket Engineers in the Making!

Year 7 have begun an exciting engineering project focused
on designing their own bottle rockets. At this stage, students are carefully planning and
developing their ideas, thinking like real aerospace engineers. They have been
exploring how shape, materials and fin design affect how a rocket travels through the air.
Pupils are applying their knowledge of forces and air resistance to create detailed designs,
explaining why certain shapes may be more aerodynamic and stable than others. As part of
their research, students have been learning about real rocket missions, including the work
of NASA and the historic Apollo 11 lunar landing. This has inspired some ambitious and
creative designs! The quality of ideas, labelled diagrams and scientific reasoning has been
fantastic. We are looking forward to seeing these designs come to life in the coming weeks.
